Below is an update on key activities since I was at the September council meeting. 
 

Replacement Well at 12 West Shore Road
 

CRA, the homeowner, and Minnesota Department of Health have met to discuss the location and logistics for the replacement well. Final details are being worked out. 

 

Angle Monitoring Wells Beneath Gilfillan Lake
 

As we discussed at the September council meeting, no homeowners have agreed to allow installation of the angle wells on their property. CRA sent a letter to the MPCA on June 1, 2009, summarizing the Responsible Parties’ efforts to obtain access. The MPCA responded in a letter dated September 8, 2009. Both letters have been posted on the City webpage. The MPCA letter states “at this time, the MPCA will not require the RPs to continue their attempts to obtain access to private properties in order to install the proposed angle monitoring wells, nor will the Agency use its statutory authorities, such as condemnation, to gain access to private properties along the western shore of Gilfillan Lake.” I have suggested to the MPCA that future Annual Reports should include discussion of the angle wells (even if there is no change), so the wells are not forgotten. It is possible that property owners could have a change of heart in the future, or perhaps if property is sold, the new owner may be agreeable. For the time being, there is nothing further to track on this matter.
 

Groundwater Monitoring
 

The next scheduled round of well testing is currently in progress. A listing of homes scheduled for sampling, and a map, are posted on the City webpage. The results should be available by early December.
