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NATURAL RESOURCE COMMISSION MINUTES
June 19, 2014

Present:  Chair Bob Larson and Commissioners Kate Winsor, Stan Hokanson, Chris Mann and David White.  Diane Gorder for John Murphy.  Councilmember Marty Long.

Chair Larson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.


Agenda Approval:  Commissioner Winsor, seconded by Commissioner White moved to approve the agenda.  Carried 7-0.

Approval of the May 15, 2014 Minutes:  There were no minutes.

Presentation by Anne Hed Re: Lyme Disease:  Anne Hed was invited to the meeting by Councilmember Long to report on her experience with Lyme disease.  It took Ms. Hed 6 months to be diagnosed because Lyme disease is difficult to detect.  She recommended an Igenex test which is more sensitive for those who are not sure.  There are an estimated 300,000 cases in the United States and 14,000 in Minnesota.  She guessed that she picked it up from her dog who often ran through the woods.  She said that there are a variety of tick repellents and repellent clothing.  She urged education in all possible forums.  Commissioner Kate Winsor said that her husband had also had Lyme disease and that she would contact Ms. Hed and write an article for the newsletter.

Review of the Planning Commission’s Recommendations Re: the Proposed Tree Preservation Ordinance
Administrator Robertson reviewed the reasons why the Planning Commission had sent the ordinance back to the NRC for changes.  After considerable discussion the NRC directed Administrator Robertson to revise the ordinance based on Planning Commission feedback.  They asked that the ordinance emphasize education and that the Emerald Ash Borer disease is expected to devastate the forest and that replacement trees will be needed.  They also asked Robertson to work with the City Forester both on the revised ordinance and an estimate of the additional Forester time that would be needed to enforce it.
